Dear Mr. Huddleson,

I am writing this letter to express the concerns of my family and my neighbors
regarding Hyperion Resources planned acquisition of land in Union County South
Dakota for building an oil refinery and “green” energy center. My concerns are three
fold. Concern for my family, livestock, and land, Hyperion’s misleading use of “green”
and “environmentally friendly” in order to further garner favor and support with
politicians and the general public that do not occupy this land, and lastly the monies paid
to Government officials in the form of “campaign contributions” .

My home is located at ground zero for Hyperion’s project, not 10 miles away in
Elk Point. I do not want to live and raise my family next to an oil refinery. Hyperion
Resources can continue to try to delude the public in thinking their plans are “green” and
“environmentally friendly”, however, the fact remains that fossil fuels are the number one
cause of green house gasses and global warming. Hyperion’s misleading use of these
words will not change the fact that the intended refinery will pollute the air my family
breaths and smells, the land my family lives on, the water my family drinks, the sounds
we hear and our views. My family and my neighbors will be unwillingly and
unwantingly subject to the health risks associated with Hyperion’s refinery pollution.
Not to mention increase in my property taxes while the value of my home will be on the
fast track decline, after all no one wants to live next to an oil refinery.

I worked in oil production for a number of years. Oil is a limited commodity and
a dirty business. I have no doubts through the use of technology Hyperion will reduce
the number of pollutants it will release into our air, ground, and ground water, however,
the fact remains the planned facility will still pollute. Maybe not to the extent of the
refineries that are currently online, but reduced pollution is not an acceptable selling point
from my point of view. With big oil in the White House it has never been a more
profitable time for oil companies. If Hyperion Resources truly has an interest in limiting
our country’s dependence on foreign sources of oil and in the environment then may I
suggest using the 10 billion dollars to invest in alternative sources of energy such as
hydrogen fuel cells, solar, or wind energy. These forms of energy would not contribute
to global warming and could become very cost effective and virtually endless. Of course
